2. Every	driver	must	attend	the	mandatory	drivers	briefing	before	taking	the	track.	
3. Each	session	is	$25	in	money,	unwrapped	toys	or	non-perishable	food	items.	Additional	sessions	can	be	

purchased	in	the	North	Paddock	if	there	is	time	for	to	get	into	additional	groups.		
4. Checks	can	be	accepted,	but	must	be	made	payable	to:	Danville,	VA	Salvation	Army.		
5. Each	car	will	receive	one	(1)	coupon	for	a	free	5x7	color	photo	from	F	&	S	Enterprises.	The	photo	must	

be	picked	onsite	the	day	of	the	event.		
6. There	will	be	a	one-hour	lunch	break	so	that	Corner	Workers	can	have	time	to	eat.
